his will be a one day trip starting 

in Lucerne Valley and ending 

back at Highway 247 north of 

Yucca Valley.

Saturday at Pioneer Park on Highway

     We will first check the King Clone 

Creosote Bush, which is now 

considered the oldest living organism at 

about 11,700 years old, then, on to 

Rattlesnake Canyon, a mining area in 

the San Bernardino Mountains. 

Rattlesnake Canyon was not as rich as 

Holcomb Valley, but there were mining 

activities from the 1860ôs to 1915 and 

again in the 1930ôs and 1940ôs. We will 

follow Rattlesnake Canyon up from the 

valley toward Rimrock and then out the 

Old Dixie Mine Road back to Highway 

247. We will explore old mining 

activities that we can find, including the 

Rose and Tip Top Mines. See ñMines of 

the San Bernardinosò by John W. 

Robinson, La Siesta Press for an 

overview of mining in this area.
